*Please follow the parade to the Community Center entrance near Price Cutter. However,
you may go on to a predetermined meeting place such as back to the school, your church
parking lot etc This is .to help prevent congestion at any one area. You DO NOT need to
turn into the Community Center entrance. Monetary prizes will be awarded by the City of
Berryville a few days after the parade.
